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Abstract

The abstract should present briefly and clearly the main goal and result of the study. The participants are invited to submit an English paper (maximum 4 letter size pages, line-spacing single). Top, bottom, right and left margins should all be 2.5 cm (one-inch) margin. Font type should be Time New Roman, font size should be 11, including references, tables, footnotes, legends and figures.

Introduction

Present clearly and briefly the problem investigated and sufficient information on the research context statement and should conclude with a rationale for the objectives of the study. The main results should be enunciated. 

Material and Methods

Sufficient information must be provided so that another researcher can repeat the experiments that are described in the paper.

Results

The results section provides information by the means of text, tables and figures. Tables and figures must be numbered in the order in which they are mentioned in the text and must be cited.

Discussion

Do not extensively repeat the introduction or results sections. Provide an interpretation of the results in relation to known information.

Conclusion

Main conclusions of the study.
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
